it to your property to help assess the 

level of infestation and collect the nec-

essary information to determine if your 

situation meets our program require-

ments. Your infestation will be rated 

based on the type of weeds you have 

present, the size of the infestation, your proximity to natural habitats,  

and a variety of other factors.   



Perennial Sowthistle 

A management plan will be created for your property, outlining removal 

methods, revegetation strategies, and future monitoring efforts. 

Depending on how your infestation 

is prioritized, you may be eligible for 

reimbursement of up to 100% of 

your costs associated with  

materials or contracted labor. 

While your management plan may include methods of chemical removal 

(herbicide), this program will only refund costs associated with the mechanical 

removal process (i.e. mowing, tarping, weeding.)
